Erling puts the concept of artist into an unexpected and humorous context, just like in his motto; �it´s hard to be an Artist in a Rockstar Body�. The metaphor that exists in the artist�s endless chase for fame and fortune is at the root of Klingenberg�s body of work. However, it is not in the final product but in the process that his interests lie. His obsession with defining the role of the artist in this �Rock Star� based society is what takes him to actually investigate not what the artist does but how he does it. At the end, does he actually want us to see him as a godlike creator rather than a Rock Star that has just left the building?
